It  will be a compilation of the European "Anschuss" Seminar done frequently  in France and Germany and the North American experience. Presenters will be German DTK/JGHV hunting judge Herr Wolfgang Trumpfheller, NATC/UBT judge John Jeanneney, and DTK/NATC/UBT judge Andy Bensing. The Seminar should be a lot of fun and quite informative for all.
